| am writing to you to highlight some specific staffing changes which may affect not only your child
but your communication with key individuals in school, from September.

Mr Stacey has requested to take a break from middle management for an academic year but will be
remaining in school as a classroom teacher, in English. This has resulted in a number of key
personnel changes to allow this to happen.
